1. Use any type thread which iz suitable for the fabric being sewn,
This includes mercerized, 00, silk and synthetic threads.

2. The thread is passed through rear throad guide [A] then slides
between fwa tension discs {B] through |C] through front thread
quide [D) . . . then down through needle clamp hole [E) . . . and
entering from the underside of needle hele [F).

3. Leave thread about 2 to 3 inches past needle hole.
